Primitivo is a close cousin to Zinfandel. It's name derives from the
terms primativus or primaticcio, which refer to the grape’s tendency to
ripen earlier than other varieties. However, Speedy Creek Vineyard’s
hillside location and more extreme growing conditions produce small
intensely flavored berries that ripen later in the growing season.

Our 2015 "mbf" Primitivo is a wonderful expression of this varietal. It's
deep garnet in color and on the nose you'll easily detect blackberries
and pepper. The flavor profile is one of blackberries, black currants,
and cherries. There’s no question this is a big wine, but everything is
in balance. The ample tannins lead up to a very satisfying finish.
