This is a bold wine that exhibits aromas of blackberry, tobacco, leath-
er and cocoa with just the slightest touch of mint. On the palate the 
wine displays ripe blackberries, toasty oak, tobacco, and cocoa fla-
vors that are highlighted by floral notes. The aptly named 2012 Hell-
Hound is a full-bodied wine that lingers on the palate, has beautiful 
silky tannins and finishes with a touch of vanilla.

Break out 
your best grilling recipe for ribs and steak, watch the glow of your 
embers and be transported to the myths and meals from the begin-
ning of time...
