Handle with care. My Petite Sirah was treated to gentle winemaking
and oak aging. Fermentation took place in an open-top tank, with
hand punch-downs. This approach prevents harsh tannins from being
imparted to the wine and allows the wine to be fruit-forward. My 2012
vintage was aged in 100% French Oak barrels for 18 months.

Tasting Notes

Dark, dense, intensely flavorful and with chewy tannins, our 2012 mbf Brenda Lynch
Petite Sirah is sure to satisfy die-hard fans of the varietal. Deep ruby
to purple in color, it has a bouquet dominated by black pepper. Blue-
berries, blackberries and notes of tar provide the classic flavor profile.
It has a good amount of acidity but is well-balanced and round and
full in the mouth. Thick tannins and medium-length finish will leave
you licking your lips and begging for more. This is one big dog you
