In this our second vintage of mbf Chardonnay, Brenda used 80% 

stainless steel and 20% new French oak barrel fermentation—100% 

malolactic. The two-step process of malolactic fermentation to soften 

the wine’s natural acidity and sur lie aging—lees were stirred in barrel 

and tank every 10-14 days, produce a wine with a fuller mouthfeel,

Elegance and balance have come to be the hallmarks of our Mutt 
Lynch “mbf” Chardonnay. Having the color of golden straw, the 2013 
vintage opens to delicate floral notes. This is followed by and explo-
sion of tropical and citrus fruit on the palate. The “stony” nature of the 
wine speaks to its great structure and near perfect acidity. It’s medi-
um-bodied with a lush mouthfeel and a lovely medium-length finish. 
 
It’s not hard to find great food pairings for this elegant wine but our 
favorites include a Camembert cheese and your favorite steamed fish 
recipe.  
 
Devoted fans continue to race on out to get this this beautiful, limited 
production wine!
